[bookmark: _GoBack] The R6 Scanning Project has placed all metadata for its Mountain-Prairie Photograph Catalog on an excel spreadsheet that consists of 15 columns, and a total of 16,145 items, processed between 2010 and 2018. The spreadsheet is designed to function similar to a relational database. Columns represent distinct fields containing overlapping information.  Because of the sheer volume of information, photo searches should be launched by sorting one or more fields. Sorting multiple fields will typically yield the best results.  
Sort by State 
All items may not initially show up in keyword searches of certain fields. Selecting a State from the dropdown menu on column C will ensure that all keyword queries in other fields show up. Once you have singled out a state, keyword searches on the Title/Caption (column H) or Key Descriptive Words (column I) fields should be productive. You might also want to refine your search by selecting a Year/Year Range (column F). 
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Sort by Station
If you are searching for photographs from a specific Region 6 station (refuge, hatchery, or related Wetland Management District) you may want to launch your search by selecting a three-letter code from column D. Singling out a station will yield narrower results than selecting a state. In some cases, you may want to refine your search further by entering keywords into the Title/Caption (column H) or Key Descriptive Words (column I) fields, or by selecting a Year/Year Range (column F).  A list of three-letter station codes is included as an appendix.  
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Sort by Year Range 
If you want to search all states and stations for specific items, one of the best ways to sort the spreadsheet is by year range.  To do this, uncheck all items in the Year/Year Range field (column F) and then manually check all years within your range. 
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Request TIFF Files From the Catalog
All items on the spreadsheet were assigned a three-tier catalog number that can be found in the Catalog Number field (column B). All TIFF files for cataloged images (except a small number of copyrighted photographs) are available to Service personnel and the general public by request. Please make requests to:
