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Collection Summary
	The R6 Scanning Project has been digitizing historic photographs and slides from several stations and Wetland Management Districts throughout the Mountain-Prairie Region since 2010. All scanned images are given a three-tiered catalog number comprised of: state_station_#. Corresponding metadata is placed in an excel spreadsheet. The R6SP has scanned and cataloged over 15,000 photographs to date.  Most of these are not copyrighted, and are at least twenty-years-old.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	 The R6SP collects photographs in order to provide digital images to Service employees for research and management purposes, serve the public with visual representations of FWS conservation history in the Mountain-Prairie Region, and preserve our legacy materials through proper long-term archival storage. The collection contains a myriad of photographic types and reflects several important historical themes related to Region 6.

· 1875 - 2005
Historical Themes
· Pre- USFWS History – Historic personages, pre-refuge land use, significant events, Biological Survey and Bureau of Fisheries conservation activities.  Many of these are copyrighted duplicates from other museum collections.
· Great Depression Era Infrastructural Projects – CCC & WPA built headquarters complexes, landscape features, roads, water control structures, animal shelters, and recreational facilities.
Conservation Projects – Refuge developments, WPA/easement acquisition and restoration. 
· Law Enforcement – Refuge violations, easement violations, emergency response and rescue.
· Post-Great Depression Built Environment – Historic and non-historic buildings and structures built for the service; demolition of buildings and structures.
· Community Engagement – Interaction and collaboration between service personnel and partners, volunteers, and visitors.
· Bio-Diversity – Flora, fauna, endangered species, waterfowl.


Types
· Close-ups – Flora, fauna, endangered species, nests, habitat.
· Aerials – Headquarters complexes, refuge units, WPAs/easements.
· Events – Parties, festivals, ceremonies.
· Panoramas – Units, WPAs/easements.
· Stock – Personnel , volunteers , and partners engaged in typical conservation or maintenance  activities.  
· Scenic – Wetlands, prairie, prairie potholes, or forest without wildlife.
· Nature – Wetlands, prairie, prairie potholes, or forest with wildlife.
· Time-lapse – Units and WPAs/easements before and after treatments, and in various phases of decay or renewal; landscapes from identical photo points shown over time. 
· Sports – Visitors engaged in recreational activity.
· Forensic – Evidence of violations, crimes, and accidents.
